•A Conscious Decision Must Be Made To Return
•Returning Would Restore the Blessings

JEREMIAH 4:1

•The Separated One Must Return
LUKE 15:17-19



It Must Be Real
•More Than Merely An Outward Show
•Not A Pretense

•From The Heart
JOEL 2:12, 13



It Must Be Real
•Necessary To Genuine Repentance
•Motivated By Godly Sorrow
