A Desperate Plea
• His Constant Prayers
–Day And Night (v. 1)

–Daily (v. 9)
– Every Morning (v. 13)



A Desperate Plea
• His Plea: To Be Heard
– “Hear My Cry” (v. 2)

– It Was Made to the Right One!



His State:
• Troubled
–As Much As He Could Bear (v. 3a)
–Perplexed (v. 15)

• Near Death
–At The Edge Of Death (vv. 3b, 9a)
– Perceived As Such (vv. 4, 5a)



His State:
• Afflicted By The Lord
–Brought Low (v. 6)
–God’s Wrath Weighs Heavily (vv. 7, 16)
–Made To Be Alone (v. 6)
– Suffering The Lord’s Terrors (vv. 15-17)



His Questions To God:
• Would He Be Allowed To Die?

 (vv. 10-12)

 (v. 14)• Why Did He Turn Away?
